Dear friends in Christ; 

 

As I write this (it is May 25), there have been three 

endings in the lives of many of Americans and of 

our members. The first loss was the cancellation 

and ending of the long running television series 

òLOST.ó  Then the night after the last òLOSTó an-

other show ò24ó ended. For years viewers have 

watched the shows, become acquainted with the 

characters and week after week wondered what 

was coming next. 

 

The third ending that affected many (but not as 

much as the ending of the two TV shows) was the 

final show of òCinderella.ó For those of you who 

have ever been in a show, on a sports team or in-

volved in any activity where you had to practice for 

hours and hours with a group, you have an insight 

into the loss those of us in the cast and the crew 

might be feeling. 

 

What happens as we work together over a period 

of time, is that relationships develop. These are 

two-way relationships of give and takeéof sacri-

fices made for the good of the cast (team)éand the 

satisfaction of producing a quality production that 

touches other peoples lives. These relationships are 

interactive, vibrant and alive. 

 

The relationship we make with characters on a TV 

show is a one-way relationship. There can be no 

dialogue, no give and take, no interaction other 

than what we see on the screen. We get to know 

the characters, but they do not get to know us. 

Our interaction is passive. 

 

 

In the Romans passage above, Paul writes that 

through Christ, we have a relationship with God. I 

believe God wants this relationship to be a per-

sonal, two-way, interactive relationship. This was 

his design from the very beginning when he first 

reached out to Abraham. God wants to be in rela-

tionship with you, and in order to have a relation-

ship with you, God sacrificed Gods-self, Jesus 

Christ so that the wall of sin that previously 

blocked our relationship could be destroyed. So 

why donõt we respond? 

 

Elena and I took our six year old granddaughter to 

Disneyland. It was wonderful to see Disneyland 

through the eyes of a six year old. One of the 

things that struck me as strange was watching the 

energetic parade and seeing the kids dancing, sing-

ing and being engaged with the characters and the 

beat of the music and then watching most of the 

adults standing perfectly still and seemingly unin-

volvedépassive to the excitement going on all 

around them. 

 

Is it possible that our culture have become so TV-

itized that we only want a passive relationship? Itõs 

easier, less work and certainly less messy. Yet I 

think we are called to a personal, active two-way 

relationship with God and with others. Perhaps 

we should see life anew, like through the eyes of a 

six year oldéwhere everything is wonderful and 

new and exciting. 

 

May we be more child-like in our relationship with 

God and with others.

St Andrewõs voting delegates to the Synod As-

sembly May 6-8 were David Dickerson, Elena 

McComas and Pastor Skip. Highlights included: 

Election of the Bishop-  The Rev. Murray Finck 

was re-elected on the fourth ballot. 

The Lutheran Malaria Initiative (LMI) was intro-

duced and an offering was taken that raised 

$34,118.40; Received the Church-wide report; 

Received greetings from our Ecumenical Part-

ners; Great Worship experiences; Mission Op-

portunities where we went out to do things for 

others in the San Diego community; had three 

Bible studies; and voted on several resolutions 

including adoption of the synod budget. 

LIFT ð Living Into our Future together  

Presiding Bishop, Rev. Mark Hanson asked the 

Assembly to share their thoughts about our 

future as the largest Protestant Denomination. 

He asked us to get in groups to four questions: 

1. What, if anything, is important about being 

Lutheran? 

2. Think about your congregation. What are 

your hopes and visions for the next ten years? 

3. Think about all the relationships your con-

gregation has outside itself ð locally, synodically, 

nationally, and globally. Which of these is most 

important and why? Describe with specificity. 

4. In the context of what God is up to, what do 

you think the ELCA is doing well? What can we 

do better for the sake of Godõs mission in the 

world? 

The written answers from each small group 

were collected, returned to Church-wide and 

will be used to help determine the future direc-

tion of the ELCA.
