As we begin the season of Lent, we can partici-
pate in the practice of the imposition of ashes 
on our foreheads.  This symbolic gesture indi-
cates a penitence and quest for spiritual re-
newal during the Lenten season.  It is followed 
by the gift of  grace—Holy Communion 
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―God’s work, Our hands.‖ 

 

My dear friends in Christ; 

Do you recognize this name…Louis Dorvilier…? 

Louis and Mytch Dorvilier were members of St Andrew. They were called to be missionar-
ies in Africa…and St Andrew sponsored them. About two years ago, they took a call in the 
ELCA office of Global Mission. Just recently, Louis has been sent to Haiti to help in the on-
going disaster relief efforts as the ELCA’s representative of the Lutheran World Federa-
tion. He is back home, where once he was exiled, helping his people. 

 

Do you remember Haiti the story? The most powerful earthquake in more than two hundred 
years devastated that country on January 12, 2010. Nearly 250,000 people were killed, 
300,000 injured and more than a million people left homeless. 

All over the world, compassionate people responded instantly with an outpouring of gener-
osity. Lutherans like you rushed to support ELCA Disaster Response, sending more than 
$12.5 million to our Haiti Earthquake relief fund. 

When the quake hit, our gifts to the ELCA Disaster Response enabled the ELCA’s compan-
ion churches and partners to act quickly by providing coordination among our longstand-
ing partners: 

The Lutheran Church in Haiti provided food, water, care and counseling to nearly 
6,000 people who gathered on the church grounds. 

The Lutheran World Federation, whose facilities were not destroyed, distributed 
health kits, mosquito nets, blankets, tents and tarps and established water points 
and sanitation services. The LWF began services to a 10,000-person camp providing 
safety, security and needed shelter. 

The Lutheran World Relief shipped health kits, nursing kits and quilts. 

The Church World Service sent convoys of trucks bearing medical supplies, sanita-
tion equipment and other necessities into the affected areas. 

 

Our long-term goal in Haiti is to help renew hope and rebuild lives and livelihoods, seeking 
to end the cycle of poverty and injustice. 

Our friend Louis Dorvilier is now working day and night to bring some sort of elevated nor-
malcy back to Haiti and I for one, think we should support the ELCA Disaster Relief to help 
the people of Haiti. You’ll be hearing more about this in March. 

The ministry in Haiti is just one of the many important ministries the ELCA supports in this 
country and around the world 

 

Let us keep Louis, Mytch and all the people in Haiti in our prayers.
