I read a book several years ago titled ñBalcony Peo-

ple and Basement People.ò The authorôs premise 

was that there are two kinds of people in your life.

Basement people, on the other hand, 

are those who try to bring you down and are critical. 

The authorôs point was to encourage you to surround 

yourself with balcony people and to avoid basement 

people as much as you can. 
 

Jesus calls us to be balcony people to others. To be 

encouraging and uplifting and to be someone your 

friends can count on. We need those kinds of people 

in our lives and we need to be those kinds of people 

to others. All Saints Day reminds us to remember 

those who still surround us from their heavenly bal-

cony where they continue to cheer you on. 
 

 

 

On the second Sunday in November we will cele-

brate three baptisms at the 10:30 service. The transi-

tion from All Saints Day to the beginning of a rela-

tionship with Christ is striking because to empha-

sizes the circle of life from beginning baptism to 

new beginning/everlasting life in Christ. 
 

Christ the King Sunday is the third Sunday in No-

vember. It is the last Sunday of the Church year and 

we gather to celebrate the reign of Christ and his 

victory over death, yet awaiting the consummation 

of all things yet to come. 
 

We conclude November with a new beginning, Ad-

vent, the first Sunday of the new church year as the 

journey to Bethlehem begins anew by holding the 

Christmas Story in the context of eschatological (my 

favorite word from seminary meaning the end times) 

completion. 
 

During this month of November, remember that you 

are surrounded by a ñgreat cloud of witnessesò who 

are cheering you onéand your biggest cheerleader 

in Jesus.
