John Newton was born in 1748 and went to
sea at age eleven. In his twenties he

served on a slave -carrying ship and even-
tually became a captain of a slave ship. His
spiritual conversion eventually brought

him to renounce the slave trade. He be-
came an Anglican Priest and an Abolition-

i st during Engl andds
ending the Slave Trade.

We will meet the elderly John Newton in
1805 when he is still preaching at St Mary
Woolnoth Church in London. However, his
sight is failing and friends have noticed his
increasing loss of memory. So his daugh-
ter Betsy, and her husband Joseph Smith,
have moved into his home to help take
care of him. William Lock appears as John
Newton and Marilyn Deegan as his daugh-
ter Betsy.
