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Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ, 

 

Do you remember your baptism? I was an

about the event. But I do remember that I 
was baptized at St. Luke Lutheran Church 
in Silver Spring, Maryland and that the pas-­
tor who baptized me was named Robert E.

I hope that 
you have shared stories about your baptism 
with your children and grandchildren.

They were com-­
pletely different kinds of people in how they 
shared their faith. Lama was quiet. Mimi 
was loud. Lama was a charter member of 
St. Luke. Mimi was a happy Methodist. 
Lama was the church treasurer for thirty 
years and kept the books by hand. She 
would invite the pastor and the organist to 
family Christmas and Easter celebrations. 
She kept a daily devotional on a small table 
in the dining room and would have quiet de-­
votions every morning. Mimi, on the other 
hand, was a wild, red-­ head Irish lass who 
worshipped loudly. She sang loudly and she 
played the piano loudly and she was very 
gifted at the piano (as a teen, she used to 
play the piano at silent movies). She loved 
to sing and play the old hymns and sing at 
the top of her lungs. I was blessed that I got 
to know both sides of my family and I carry 
memories of them to this day. 

 

Family is important. They are important es-­
pecially for faith formation. That is why this 
summer, during our family reunion in North 
Carolina, something very important hap-­
